The Order is intended to protect environmental and
cultural values, and to enable regulation of public recreation use of
the area, and is consistent with direction provided by the current
Koocanusa Recreation Strategy. The Order was implemented by the
Ministry of Forests, Lands, Natural Resource Operations and Rural
Development under Section 58 of the Forest and Range Practices Act,
